One of the most difficult tasks faced by this year’s administration is re-kindling your 
involvement while remaining financial responsible. We are almost 60 days into our new year. So far 
we have faced several challenges and are continuing to succeed. But one of the realizations we have 
discovered is; WE HAVE NO MONEY!  

This Year I want to do more than just hold the title of President. The Executive team and I 
are striving to understand your wants, needs and desires. We want to accomplish something – not 
just maintain the “status quo”. Leadership doesn’t mean doing what I want – it means finding out 
what you want and then finding a path to get there. Yes – I have my ideas and goals, things I want to 
do! But without you it’s kind of a waste of time.  Please understand – it’s not about the money!!!! 
It’s about doing something positive and good for all of us! It’s just not as much fun without you 
there. 

Membership and Dues: Yes – we have our investment accounts; the Scholarship fund, the 
Life Time membership account – but we have no operating capital. Our income is derived from the 
interest on our Life member’s account which is only a few hundred dollars per year. Our other 
source of income is derived from Annual dues paying members. Since changing the By-Laws in 
January of 2009 we have lost money on our Life members who are no longer required to pay the 
National dues of $5 per year. If we actually pay for all our Life members it would cost the Senate 
between $700 and $800 without receiving any money from you.  

We are working on creating some alternate sources of income such as selling 
“Entertainment Coupon Books” as we did last year. WE are also going to try an “On-Line” magazine 
subscription”.  You are encouraged to participate in these and other programs as they are 
implemented. In previous years we have simply paid for some of our programs without a financially 
responsible plan of action.  

The Hospitality room offered at our Conventions is one area we need some structure and 
improvement on. We can no longer afford to pay for a hotel room for 1 or 2 nights, all the food and 
alcohol and have little or no income or donations to cover this expense. While we sincerely want to 
continue this program – without your support, participation and contributions – we simply cannot 
justify spending hundreds of dollars without income to balance this out.  

Our Newsletter is another area that needs some help. While “E-Mail” is free to send to our 
members – I believe it is also ineffective to some degree. Those members that do not have “e-mail” 
and require receiving a printed version cost our Senate several hundred dollars in printing and 
postage per issue. We are looking for “Sponsors” and “Advertising” to cover the cost of this area. 
Your donations and contributions will be appreciated. 

Please consider taking part this year and helping us to achieve something great. Write to 
me, e-mail me, call me and let me know what you think, what you would like, how we can help.
